3. Minutes of Previous Meeting Adopted; proposed by EG; seconded by AB.
4. Report from the Treasurer 
Opening balance: £3,576.72

6. Tourism management 
Ranger JG welcomed the fact that the Highland Council would be funding a ranger for Applecross, who would work as part of a network of rangers across the Highlands. action: JG to circulate job description when available.
Bins There would be more bins and more uplifts in the season to come. AM circulated the details of the direct contact for bins.
Camping JG reported that Applecross Campsite had increased the number of tent pitches to 150. Additionally, up to 10 tents would be allowed around the Bay.
Toilets AM reported that conversations were ongoing about supplying temporary toilets where necessary.
7. Helipad JG reported that the Helipad would be seeded with grass seed and was then ready for use. The Community Council expressed disappointment that this essential project could have been held up by someone reporting “flytipping” when workers removed two loads of earth to the Bealach. 
8. Road lines The possibility of a single white line on Shore Street to denote resident parking was discussed. action: JG to contact Mackenzie Sutherland in the roads department. 
9. Battery recycling A member of the community had enquired about the possibility of having a place to recycle batteries. 
10. Signage It was noted that signs on the Applecross side of the Bealach were still awaited. One sign to advise that the road was not suitable for campervans, and one sign to slow the traffic at the Smiddy. action: JG to add this to his communication with Mackenzie Sutherland.
11. Timber extraction A meeting was due to be held on Thursday 22 April with the Highland Council regarding dates for timber extraction. action: JG and AB to attend, and to give the Community Council’s support to the transporting of the timber over the shortest time possible in order to cause minimum disruption to those living along the coast road.

CT scanner An email had been received from Biz Campbell requesting that the council back their campaign for a CT scanner for the new hospital at Broadford. All agreed that Applecross Community Council is happy to support this. action: SP to respond.
