Future Meetings It was noted that Gregor Watson, the ranger for Applecross, and Saara Viitanen, Destination Management Planning Officer with the Wester Ross Biosphere, were both keen to attend the next council meeting. 
5. Roads and traffic 
Traffic AB had written to Ian Blackford’s office regarding concerns on traffic. Large motorhomes in particular were causing issues. action: AB to respond to the Traffic Scotland Consultation on Traffic Regulation Orders on behalf of the council.
AM was due to meet with Dingwall police, and would request that a police officer be assigned to the Applecross/Shieldaig route.
AM also reported that a weekly meeting of the fire service, police, rangers etc, with everyone bringing their findings, meant that data was much better on fires, number of vehicles parked, litter etc. It was hoped that rangers would have enforcement powers in future.
School transport JG raised the possibility that the secondary schoolchildren of Applecross might travel to school via boat during busy periods. action: EG to speak to Ali Ferguson.
Signage A member of the community had raised the issue of passing place signs, suggesting that 24 signs were missing. 
Another member of the community had requested that a “Slow” sign be sited before the Smiddy corner on the Bealach, and that chevrons be put up on the Smiddy corner/Hydro field as cars repeatedly missed the turning and ended up heading to Craic Barn/Campsite.
AB requested that a “Slow” sign be put up on the corner of the Bealach where a number of motorbikes had left the road.
action: SP to draft a list of signs wanted. Once approved, AM would talk to Mack Sutherland and ensure that the signs would be installed.
