Bottle Bank: MC reported that the Tourism Group had asked if the bottle banks could be moved back to the car park. It was agreed that they took up too much space and there had been issues in the past with broken glass; sign directing people to the bottle bank to be suggested.
Temporary toilets: It was reported that human faeces was becoming a problem, particularly at Clachan. action: AM to email Jess Whistance at the Tourism Group to discuss the possibility of temporary toilets.
Forum meeting: It was noted that the next Forum meeting would take place on 1st September. JG to attend.
Burnside parking: correspondence had been received from Elodie Matthews about the limited parking at Burnside, suggesting an area where the parking could be extended. action: Elodie to be invited to a future council meeting.
Questionnaire: action: JG and MC to meet to discuss the wording of the questionnaire to include questions about Applecross remaining part of the NC500.
School transport: EG had spoken to Ali Ferguson about the possibility that the secondary schoolchildren of Applecross might travel to school via boat during busy periods; EG reported that AF had said it would not be possible to guarantee that a boat would be available every week at those times, but they had offered to try to help out if the road was closed. action: JG to communicate this to the school PTA association.
Milton Path: Gregor Watson had looked into funding for path work, but it was found to be too expensive.
